Zen of

But(t)
Words

This month, let’s look at but. Oops! 
Did I say that? For the sake of the 
dirty-minded among my reader-

ship, I refer here to the word ending with 
one t. Got that? One t. If it ever gets out 
to the wife that I’m telling you to join me 
in observing the two-t kind, then I will be 
demoted from the couch to the doghouse.

For the record, the politest way to refer 
to the two-t variety is el trasero. Another 
word you can use in mixed company is las 
nalgas, whence comes the verb nalguear, 
to spank, and the noun nalgada, spank-
ing. And for you Mike Judge fans, Beavis’ 
friend is Cabeza Nalgona. Aren’t you glad 
you read this column? Where else do you 
learn such critical stuff?

But is usually a conjunction in Eng-
lish, one linking a complete thought (i.e., 
a clause) to an opposing proposition that 
is likewise complete: “I liked the play, but 
the usher was creepy.” But also works to 
separate (from a clause) wording that is not 
in itself a complete thought, as in “I liked 
everything about the play but Malvolio’s 
costume.” Or, for cynical critics, “I liked 
everything but the acting.”

The distinction is important in Spanish, 
because the but linking affirmative claus-
es is pero, and the but joining a clause to 

a fragment (e.g., the heroine’s costume) is 
sino or menos. Me gusta el chocolate, pero me 
gusta más el tequila.

The English but (along with other con-
juctions) is a nonstandard noun in the state-
ment, “There are no ifs, ands, or buts.” In 
the parallel universe of Spanish, pero is like-
wise a noun in the equivalent statement, No 
hay peros que valgan (literally, “there are no 
buts of value.” But unless but has that sec-
ond t, we do not otherwise find it (or pero) 
as a noun. (And if you are expecting any 
discussion of the value of the two-t variety, 
then you’re reading the wrong magazine. 
I talk about Cabeza Nalgona, but I don’t 
think like him). OK, so much for pero.

Sino and menos express contrariety or 
exception, respectively. “That’s not gazpa-
cho, but mole” is No es chirmol, sino mole. 
However, if you like all salsas but mole, 
then you say Me gustan todas las salsas me-
nos el mole.

Some apparent zenniness kicks in when 
the main clause in a two-clause train is neg-
ative. Do you use pero because two clauses 
are involved, or do you use sino, because we 
are dealing with contrariety? The answer is 
that you use sino, but not alone; the form is 
sino que, as in No es que no nos guste el sabor 
del mole, sino que    ...continued on page 104

Serving as Her Majesty’s Consul to 
Guatemala goes beyond the world 
of diplomacy and protocol for Con-

sul Carl Malin. Working with people and 
exploring the country also figure promi-
nently in his position as a United Kingdom 
diplomat in Guatemala. “There are some 
elements that I find appealing about be-
ing a member of the diplomatic service,” 
says Consul Malin, whose appointment to 
Guatemala began in September 2006. “I 
like traveling and knowing different places.  
This job gives me the opportunity to travel 
extensively. I also like the possibility of 
human contact and working with people.  
This is possible especially when it comes to 
consular work.”

Born in Lincoln, United Kingdom, 
Consul Malin started his career in the Brit-
ish diplomatic service in November 1987. 
His first posting was in Canada in 1989. He 
has also served in Belarus, Nigeria, Malawi, 
Panama and Ecuador.  His most recent ap-
pointment was in London as Political Desk 
Officer for the British Overseas Territories.

“I was interested to come to Guatemala 

and I was delighted when I got the posi-
tion,” said Consul Malin. “I have a number 
of first impressions of Guatemala. Guate-
mala is a beautiful country. Its volcanoes 
and landscape are extraordinary. Guatema-
lan people are very friendly. I have had the 
opportunity to travel widely in the rural ar-
eas and found that my favorite place to visit 
is Rio Dulce. I find it to be a quiet and tran-
quil place, rich with cultural diversity.”

With regard to the work of the Consular 
Section which he heads in Guatemala, he 
says: “We deal with approximately 3,000 
people each year who call the Embassy for 
assistance. The situations are varied and 
ever challenging. Consular work is very fas-
cinating—every day is different, and you 
do not know what the next case is going 
to be like. 

“There is a standard misconception that 
diplomats spend their days socialising in 
cocktail parties. However, the work runs a 
little different. A regular day of work can 
consist of a morning assisting backpackers 
who have been pick-pocketed and need re-

As a United Kingdom diplomat, HM Consul, Mr. Carl 
Malin helps maintain the regional assistance network 
in Guatemala, El Salvador and Honduras.
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Surely the humble family in La An-
tigua Guatemala who buried their 
faithful horse in the yard a century or 

two ago never imagined that the skeleton 
would one day be uncovered and gaped at 
by fascinated tourists. 

The town was never really abandoned as 
ordered by Spanish King Charles III after 
the 1773 earthquake. Simple folk, mostly 
living on the outskirts of town and who 
had no role to play in the establishment 
and building of the new capital, now Gua-
temala City, stayed put. They moved into 
spaces conveniently defined by the broken 
walls of toppled houses, churches and con-
vents, planted crops and settled in. Sidney 

Markman wrote of the Church of Santa 
Catalina, “Some squatters, occupying a 
small thatch hut inside, cultivate a small 
vegetable garden in the nave. They were 
still there in 1957.” (Colonial Architecture of 
Antigua Guatemala, 1966)

“The cloisters of the nunnery [south of 
the church] are now so completely rebuilt…
that it is very difficult to positively identify 
any pre-1773 construction. One can only 
surmise that the several courtyards may rep-
resent those of the colonial period in size and 
position.” (Historia General de Guatemala, 
Asociación de Amigos del País, 1994)

Owners of the hotel built on the site of 
the Santa Catalina cloister now want to ex-

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pand, constructing on the area of the court-
yards on the east side of the nave wall.

But, “Before construction over a colo-
nial site,” says Rosa María Flores, archeolo-
gist and director of the project, “a dig and 
study must be done to see what was there 
before, to be sure nothing of cultural heri-
tage is destroyed.” This is according to the 
Protective Law for the City of La Antigua 
Guatemala established in 1969.

The coffee boom that began about 1830 
brought people and business back to La An-
tigua, occupying and modifying structures 
at will. By 1940 a few concerned citizens 
began efforts to document and preserve the 
town’s colonial distinction, which led to 
the formation of the National Council for 
the Protection of La Antigua Guatemala 
(Consejo) and the law of 1969. Debris and 
growth that had accumulated for two cen-
turies was slowly removed from the ruins. 
The how, when and why about the horse is 
speculation at this point, of course. Flores 
explains, “It was not uncommon to bury 
animals in the back yard.” She also believes 
there was a ceramics workshop on the prop-
erty at one time.

Her team of 14, collaborating with the 
Consejo, began working in January 2008, 
measuring and marking off sections from 
which to delicately pick out and sort ev-
ery bit and piece of ceramic, glass, stone or 
metal. After washing and analyzing, much 
of the debris, like dated coins already found 
at the time of this writing, will prove to be of 
a post-colonial era. The project is expected to 
take six months to a year, excavating only to 
the original colonial floors. The stone patio 
found averages two feet under the present 
ground level. A tile floor was uncovered that 
probably was that of a corridor.

One can muse about the women who 
walked that corridor in the 17th century. 
The Santa Catalina Convent, the second 

17th century Santa Catalina and Barefoot 
Carmelite nuns probably walked this tile corridor.

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cal funds and also a considerable sum from a 
Lima philanthropist. The reform movement 
order, emphasizing austerity and pious con-
templation, would establish the third nuns’ 
convent of the Spanish seat in Guatemala. 
They stayed for several months at the Santa 
Catalina Convent, then, according to the 
Guía de Antigua Guatemala (Pardo, Castel-
lanos, Muñoz, 1969), were escorted “in sol-
emn procession with no lack of high civil and 
church authorities” from the Cathedral to 
their own houses on 4a avenida and 1a calle. 

The Santa Teresa Convent church, dedi-
cated in 1687, was built with 
similarities to the newly re-
built Cathedral, having the 
same architect. Its public 
main entrance differed from 
other convent churches, 
which façades were typically 
inside the convent walls.

While we’re musing, it’s 
interesting to remember that 
the La Concepción nuns 
lived in temporary quarters 
for years; and the Santa Cat-
alina nuns, whose order was 
founded in 1609, waited for 
decades to see their church 
built in 1647. The Augus-
tinian monks struggled 
similarly for licensing and 
facilities and never did win 
any popularity contests. In 
contrast, the Barefoot Car-
melites were licensed two 
years before their arrival, 
received with formal proto-
col and situated in their own 
houses within months.

But alas, the earthquake 
of 1717 scared the 18 nuns 
(the number to which the 
order was limited) out of 

founded in the colonial town, began its work 
as a popular boarding school for daughters 
of well-to-do Spanish in 1613 and reached 
its peak by 1697, with 110 nuns. The arch 
over 5a avenida was built to connect the ad-
ditional property acquired across the street, 
protecting the required reclusion when nuns 
and students crossed over.

Three nuns of the Barefoot Carmelite 
order, dedicated to Santa Teresa de Jesús, ar-
rived from Lima, Peru in 1677 and may well 
also have walked that corridor. Their coming 
had been planned for years, financed by lo-

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their wits and their spacious and not-nec-
essarily-modest two-story convent to live in 
thatch huts in their orchard for more than 
20 years before the bishop ordered recon-
struction. It was an interesting turn for an 
order given to austerity. 

As if 20 years of rainy seasons and chilly 
winter nights in thatch huts (and barefoot?) 
wasn’t enough, another earthquake came less 
than 20 years after that, in 1751, and again 
20 years after that, in 1773, which was the 
last straw for the Spanish. They said, “Every-
body out! We’re moving.” And that brings us 
back to the beginning of this account.

One final note: The Santa Teresa Con-
vent repairs of 1751 lasted long enough for 
the place to serve as the municipal jail in La 
Antigua for some 60 years. It was vacated 
in January 2008 and is now under the care 
of the Consejo for restoration.

Meanwhile the work at Santa Catalina 
provides opportunity to witness archeolo-

gy-in-action in La Antigua, turning back 
the pages of history. Plans include an even-
tual museum of the artifacts.

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DATEBOOK HIGHLIGHT  by Tessa Namuth

Hans Namuth was born in Essen, 
Germany on March 17, 1915. He 
trained as an actor but any ideas 

of a life in the theater were cut short by 
world events. Soon after Adolf Hitler came 
to power in 1933, Namuth was arrested by 
the Gestapo and spent five days in prison. 
He fled his homeland in 1933, landed in 
Paris and traveled widely throughout Eu-
rope. His collaboration with Georg Reisner 
in documenting the Spanish Civil War re-
sulted in his first published photographs, 
some of which appeared in Life magazine. 

With the outbreak of World War II, 
Namuth was interned by the French For-
eign Legion. He immigrated to the United 
States in 1941 and served with the Ameri-
can armed forces in Europe from 1943 to 
1945. At the end of the war, Namuth set-
tled in New York City where he spent the 

rest of his life as a freelance photographer 
and filmmaker. 

  Namuth is best known for his por-
traits of artists, musicians, writers and 
famous personalities. His photographs 
of the abstract expressionist, Jackson Pol-
lock, became seminal images in the history 
of American art and changed the way the 
public viewed contemporary art. His pho-
tographs are among the collections of many 
of the world’s top museums.

In 1943 Hans Namuth married Car-
men Herrera, the daughter of Stella Pow-
ers de Herrera and Julio Herrera. So began 
Namuth’s life-long fascination with the 
country of his wife’s family. “My wife’s re-
membrances—her family history and visits 
from her Indian nanny, Concepción Bar-
rona, who spoke fluent French—all made 
me ardently wish to see that country for

Namuth capturing images in February 1978,  in a simple studio fashioned from white muslin.   
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myself,” Namuth said. In 1946 “we decided 
to do just that.”

Shortly after New Year’s Day 1947, Na-
muth, his wife and brother-in-law, Raoul 
Herrera, rode on horseback for hours 
through La Ventosa (Windy Place) on a trail 
through rolling fields and pasture. Todos 
Santos is a village located within the De-
partment of Huehuetenango in northwest 
Guatemala and lies at an elevation of 2,500 
meters in the Cuchumatán Mountains. It is 
remote and cold. The Maya of Todos San-
tos are Mam speakers and lived in the area 
long before the Spanish conquest.

Upon the Namuth’s and Herrera’s ar-
rival, they were greeted by Maud Oakes, 
an American anthropologist and author of 
a book on the Indian sand paintings of the 
American West. Oakes was living in To-
dos Santos studying the Mam people. She 
introduced Namuth to a number of reza-
dores (prayer-makers) as a compadre adding 
that she had checked Namuth out and that 
he was OK. Namuth soon was walking 
around the village with his 6x6 cm. Rol-
leiflex, an almost noiseless camera, taking 
photographs of “high priests and other 
people. I was enchanted by the place and 
the people—in a word elated, a feeling that 
was shared by Carmen and Raoul.” 

This was the first visit for Namuth, but 
it would be 30 years before Carmen Her-
rera de Namuth and her husband returned 
to Todos Santos. By 1976 many changes 
had occurred, not the least of which was 
a modern road carrying buses and private 
cars, as well as a certain hostility toward 
strangers carrying cameras. But on the way 
back to Guatemala City, Carmen and Hans 
devised a plan: “to photograph the entire 
population of Todos Santos.” 

Namuth returned in February 1978, 
armed with yards of white muslin his wife

a simple studio and a Polaroid camera. Namuth 
was able to give each villager a Polaroid print to 
keep and then photographed them with a Has-
selblad camera. Namuth returned numerous 
times over the years until 1981 when violence 
overtook the country. His last visit was in Octo-
ber 1987. “In spite of the wounds inflicted, the 
town seemed in the process of recovering,” he 
wrote in his diary. 

Still, Namuth discovered that some people 
he’d photographed in 1981 had been killed or 
had fled the country, while others remained. 
In  February 2008, the museum sent a small 
group to find out if there were any survivors 
of those Todos Santeros photographed by Na-

muth. Violeta  Gutiérrez, Ixchel museum  reg-
istrar;  Barbara  de Arathoon, director of re-
search; and Anne Girard, director of the photo 
archive  visited Todos Santos with a copy of 
Namuth’s book, Los Todos Santeros: A Family 
Album of Mam Indians in the Village of Todos 
Santos Cuchumatán 1947-1987.

“There were many people interested,” said Ara-
thoon. She and Gutiérrez stopped in a central park 
and showed the book to an old man in traditional 
dress. Then a teacher came who knew the names 
of many of those photographed. Gutiérrez met an-
other kind gentleman who helped, and before long 
the sons of many of the subjects came up to talk, 
recalls Arathoon. About 10 of those who remain 
in Todos Santos will come to the opening of the 
exhibit (their pictures will be on display).

The Ixchel Museum is pleased to present a 
selection of Namuth’s lesser-known work of Gua-
temalan family portraits of the Mam. They may 
remain lesser-known but no less moving than his 
portraits of famous artists and writers.

Her Majesty’s Consul  cont. from page 11 a network of Honorary Consuls who form 
part of the regional assistance network. The 
network is essential for sharing information 
rapidly in a crisis.

“It’s always a good idea for British na-
tionals to register at the Embassy,” Her 
Majesty’s Consul says. “Whenever there’s a 
natural disaster like an earthquake or flood, 
organizing relief efforts and help is easier if 
we know how many Brits are in the region 
and where they are.”

Pet Q’s & A’s     by Cynthia Burski, DVM

Question:  I have noticed that Topsy our 8-year-old spayed Labrador “leaks” urine 
when she lays on her side to take a nap. I’m sure that this isn’t normal. 
 
Answer: Urinary incontinence occurs when the sphincter muscle that holds in urine 
becomes weak, allowing leaking. It generally occurs in older, spayed females with the 
larger breeds having more of a problem. Usually the owner notices a wet area where the 
dog has been resting or wet areas on the tail and/or legs. There are several types of drug 
therapy that can control this problem and you should check with your veterinarian 
to first eliminate the possibility that other medical conditions such as a urinary tract 
infection or kidney disease is contributing to the urinary incontinence.

If you are joining a complete 
thought that expresses exception to a negative main idea, then you use excepto. Me gusta el 
mole, excepto cuando Doña Pepa lo prepara.

OK, so we’ve looked at pero, sino, menos, sino que and excepto. There’s another but word 
which is slightly literary but not quite archaic, and which is obligatory in a few phrases; I 
refer to mas. Note that this word is wholly distinct from the adverb más (usually meaning 
“more” or “else”). Confuse them at your peril. Mas is probably the last one-t but word that 
native and nonnative speakers have to master (although little Pepito is an expert on the 
two-t varieties).

Mas and más are pronounced precisely alike, which adds to the confusion. You cannot 
go long in some countries without hearing the phrase más o menos (more or less), either as 
filler or as a euphemism for no when you ask someone if she speaks English. Menos (ex-
cept, minus, less, etc.) is certainly the opposite of más, but, as a but word in its own right, 
it means almost the same thing as mas. Are we having zen yet?

I can imagine Cabeza Nalgona, enrolled with Beavis in a Quetzaltenango Spanish 
school, saying, “Beavis, you gotta put that scratch thingie over the a. It’d be, like, cool if 
you didn’t.

The blackness of the sky melts into a 
beautiful orange-red glow as anoth-
er sunrise graces the coast at Playa 

Las Flores. The first light of the morning 
is welcomed by both fishermen and surfers. 
Eager to find shrimp, red snapper, dorado 
and tuna, the fishing boats venture out past 
the whitewater. The surfers, meanwhile, 
put themselves in the midst of each break-
ing wave, hoping to experience some of the 
best surf El Salvador has to offer.

The fishermen have been in these waters 
for centuries, but it’s only been relatively 

recently that surfers discovered this hang-
ten paradise. Playa Las Flores was part of 
the guerrilla territory in the El Salvadoran 
civil war. Today, fifteen years later, peace 
flourishes, and more and more visitors are 
discovering this area. 

The region of Las Flores is in the vicin-
ity of the Usulután and San Miguel de-
partments. World-class surfing waves can 
be found at Punta Roca, Punta Las Flores 
and El Toro del Oro, plus other secret spots 
along this part of the coast. The east coast 
of El Salvador is unique in that it is a year-

round magnet for south swells. However, 
the most prominent south swells hit be-
tween March and November. 

The Salvadoran coastline is made up of 
countless point breaks; at Las Flores there 
are some of the best, accessible by foot, 
car, or boat. Both beginning and advanced 
surfers will find a wave that suits their style. 
A local surf school is also open.

Due to the civil war, modern develop-
ment and new construction were put on 
hold. Visitors now will discover an virgin 
and undeveloped coastline and a hospi-
table spirit that is flourishing, not only 
in Las Flores, but on the entire southeast 
coast of El Salvador. 

The gorgeous waves around Las Flores 
are found among some of the most beauti-
ful beaches in the country. Miles of sandy 
black volcanic beaches can be found just 40 
minutes from the city of San Miguel. Many 
pristine beaches like Mahague, la Ventana 
and Los Mangos offer more than just spec-

tacular surf. Visitors can take a nice walk 
on a deserted beach, relax with a personal 
bonfire, view breath-taking sunrises and 
sunsets, swim in the warm ocean, or simply 
sleep to the coastal sounds of El Salvador.

Explorers can visit stunning volcanic is-
lands that house native villages. Only six 
kilometers from the city of La Unión, at the 
foot of a large (but dormant) volcano is a 
quiet and small town named Conchagua. 
This quaint town holds one of the very few 
colonial structures still standing after the 
devastating earthquakes that ravaged this 
part of the country. Visit the Church of 
Santiago Apóstol to experience a holy struc-
ture over 300 years old. Laguna el Jocotal 
is the largest bird sanctuary in El Salvador, 
hosting 214 species of birds. The best way 
to see the birds is by boat.

Ecology and Coffee

Coffee has an important environmen-
tal role in El Salvador. Since coffee is 

shade-grown, and primary forests barely 
cover 2 percent of our total surface area, 
coffee plantations create an alternative 
green coverage of the total area. 

There are approximately 11 million 
shade trees and 626.5 million coffee plants, 
absorbing 13,178 tons of carbon dioxide ev-
ery day, while preventing erosion, improv-
ing soil structure and regulating climate, 
among other benefits.

Biologists from several projects have 
stated that coffee farms are vital for numer-
ous species of flora and fauna, including 
salamanders, beetles, bats, ferns and or-
chids. Shade coffee in El Salvador is used 

by several migratory and native bird spe-
cies, many of which are endangered. The 
lush biodiversity found in shade-grown 
coffee farms is also a selling point on the 
international market due to higher aware-
ness of environmental issues.

Besides being a commodity that yields 
tremendous social benefits in El Salvador, 
coffee is now an ally in the fight against de-
forestation. Environmentally friendly prac-
tices employed by coffee growers ensure a 
sustainable industry. 

For many years coffee growing allowed 
the development of economy and families; 
now, it helps to guarantee the future of 
coming generations, since it provides im-
portant ecological benefits, too.  ----
