What system

is used for property

measurements in

Guatemala?

common question I re-
ceive is about property
measurements, probably
xpecting the short an-
swer as whether we use feet (imperial
system) or meters (metric system).
No easy answers here. When the
Spanish came in 1524, European
measurements were based on Mar-
cus Vitruvius' (80-70 BC—15 AD)
“De Architectura,” known today as
the “Ten Books of Architecture.”
According to Vitruvius, architecture
is an imitation of nature, which led
him to defining his Vitruvian Man
as drawn later by Leonardo da Vinci.
The drawing and text are sometimes
called the Canon of Proportions and
is based on ideal human proportions.
The Spanish also used a similar
system: a palm is four fingers, a foot
is four palms, a cubit is six palms,
four cubits make a man, a pace is

four cubits, and a man is 24 palms.
include the
length of the outspread arms is equal

Other measurements

to the height of a man, the foot is
one-seventh of the height of a man
and so forth. A bit confusing perhaps
as men are different sizes!

Varas were introduced in Mexico
by Cortes in 1521 (before Alvarado
came to Guatemala) as an official
measurement, but regions in Spain
used different sized varas. The first
viceroy of Spanish America, Don
Antonio de Mendoza, implemented
the standard measurement of the
Vara Castellana de Burgos (0.835905
meters) in the 1536 ordinance. Thus,
Antigua’s colonial architecture was all
measured in varas and many proper-
ties are still measured that way today.
A man’s long step is about a vara; the
blocks located near the Central Park
are 100 varas square. This system

was implemented by all city coun-
cils throughout Guatemala. When a
mayor is elected today he still receives
the vara edilicia, which was the offi-
cial measurement up until recently.
Indeed, that vara (rod or staff) repre-
sents power, authority and justice for
each city government.

The metric system was imple-
mented by law in Spain in 1849 but
was not adopted “officially” in Gua-
temala until 1910. This would have
been in certain urban areas but not
many other sectors of Guatemala,
which were remote at that time. So
today ... urban properties may be
measured in varas and/or meters;
building/construction projects are
measured in the metric system and,
to confuse things even more, carpen-
ters use the imperial system (inches).
This is in urban areas; rural areas are
a different story. @

FCosystems of the Mayan kain Forest

An incredible diversity of life exists in the Mayan Rain Forest,
the biological crossroads of the Americas

The Highlands of San Marcos include a mixture
of trees including pine, oak and liquid amber.

or centuries the land of the Mayan rain forest

has been of particular interest to biologists be-

cause of its unique location. It is at the cross-

roads of two of Earth’s major life zones: the
Nearctic Realm (North America) and the Neotropical
Realm (South America). It is here in the bio-geographi-
cal heart of the continent where many neotropical plants
and animal species reach their northern limits of distri-
bution, while large numbers of Nearctic genera and spe-
cies reach their southern range of dispersal. Maples and
oaks grow alongside mahoganies and zapotes; coyotes
and mountain lions share the forest with olingos, howler
monkeys and jaguars.

Over vast periods of time, including at least four ice
ages, major migrations of both plants and animals oc-
curred across the narrow isthmus. As glacial ice melted,
the oceans rose, inundating much of Central America.
Many species became isolated on mountaintops that had
become islands. Today the ancient tropical highland for-
ests are home to large numbers of unique species and
have the highest rate of endemism.

The exceedingly varied types of soil and topography,
ranging from the ancient Cuchumatanes Mountains to
relatively youthful volcanic areas, combined with marked



altitudinal and climatic variations, from hot deserts to
cold alpine regions, have given Guatemala the richest flora
in all of Central America with an estimated 8,000 species
of vascular plants. Of this number many are unique spe-
cies confined to particular canyons and volcanos. Tropi-
cal rain forests are located in a belt around the planet be-
tween the Tropic of Cancer and the Tropic of Capricorn,
the main limiting factor being temperature. Rain forests
cannot exist where average temperature falls below 20
degrees centigrade (68°F). This temperature boundary is
related to both latitude and altitude. Ecological zones oc-
cur because as altitude increases, temperature decreases,
resulting in climatic conditions favoring different plant
communities. The rain forest boundary is reached at
about 3,000 feet above sea level. At this elevation, there
is a gradual transition into montane broad-leaf forest
and, higher up, mixed pine-oak forest. Along windswept
mountain ridges the nearly permanent cold fog favors a
ghostly pygmy forest where the trees are ..cont. page 54

Growing
Roses in
Guatemala

uatemala is a major

exporter of roses to

the United States and

Europe. The epicen-
ter of rose production used to
be La Antigua Guatemala, but
rising real estate prices have
pushed it far afield, especially
since hothouse construction
has never been so easy and
inexpensive.

Step one is to dig a haole,
leaving ample depth and sides.
Digging a hole may seem ob-
vious, but before the advent
of the posthole digger it was
not so easy. A Nobel for the
inventor.

Step two is to remaove that
usually black plastic bag with
the holes in it. This simple bag
was a Guatemalan invention
in the early 1950s that revo-
lutionized the garden nursery
business. Again, removing the
bag may seem obvious, but
in one infamous incident in a
ritzy area of suburban \Wash-
ington, D.C. stately trees over
90 years old began dying. All
scientific attempts to save
them failed until the equivalent
of plant forensic scientists

dug a few up only to find that

Again, by doing this
you are welcoming your rose
to its new home. Now you're
all set for planting!

What kind of rose? Re-
member this old ditty of my fa-
ther’s, from the pre-PC days:

Roses are red,
Violets are blue.
Girlfriends seldom are,
But roses are true

This means that roses
breed true, easily cloning your
favorite rose by layering, not
from seed (rose hips) though,
or by air-layering. (See future
article on reproducing roses.)

Roses are like children and
present the characteristics of
both parents. Most roses, like
those sold for about Q15 “up
the hill” in San Lucas are the
result of grafting, with the host
and donor roses chipping in
their genes.

All else being equal | prefer
fragrant roses, and the fra-
grant blossom(s) usually pres-
ent on a nursery rose will be
the one(s) you get—remem-
ber “Roses are true.” o

uilding a great collection

of kitchenware takes time,

sometime years. I know,

I once had the ultimate
collection of kitchen gear and cook-
books. I collected at garage sales,
second-hand stores, specialty kitchen
stores and restaurant supply stores.
My most treasured kitchen piece
is my vintage Le Creuset casserole,
which I found at a flea market in
France for only 10 euros.

My favorite kitchen items are
family hand-me-downs—my Ital-
ian grandmother’s pizzelle iron from
which she made cookies for us on
nearly every family visit, or my moth-
er’s pasta machine, which she bought
on the Home Shopping channel.

Recipes that have been passed along
among family and friends are also re-
minders of great meals and moments
that have been shared over the years.

As I traveled the globe over the
last few years, my kitchen collection
has regrettably become much small-
er. I sometimes find myself ruffling
through a kitchen drawer in search
of a zester or a paring knife that was
most likely donated to a charity shop
long ago.

Although we can’t expect things to
be like “back home,” many of us do
miss certain things. It is often a chal-
lenge to adapt to new ingredients or
cook without kitchen tools that we
are familiar using. I am gradually
equipping my kitchen here in Gua-

temala to a standard that I am, once
again, comfortable cooking in.

At times searching for a kitchen
item can be a struggle. On my last
trip to the market in La Antigua
Guatemala, I was looking for cheese-
cloth. I would have settled for good
muslin cloth (a good substitute for
cheesecloth), but as I was trying to
explain muslin cloth to the young
man helping me, he thought I was
looking for a Muslim cloth. Needless
to say, I never found the cheesecloth.
However, I did come home with a
nice bag of mangos and a good Di-
ane Keaton movie.

Later that week, I asked my food
hipster friends to join me for a trek
into Guatemala City to explore a



restaurant supply store that I have seen advertised in the Revue
magazine. I had to laugh as we loaded into the car as our group in-
cluded a hairdresser, a decorator, a chef and a French horn player.
And no, we did not merrily sing Judy Garland tunes as we weaved
our way to Emerald City.

After a few missed turns and three mistaken loops around the
American Embassy we arrived at our destination, House & Green.
This store is a must for any serious cook. It is filled to the brim
with professional quality cookware and fantastic kitchen items for
the home cook. My artist friend Kevin Pantry filled his shopping
cart with such speed and determination that we were certain he
was channeling the likes of Martha Stewart.

If you are a baker, House & Green has a selection of cake molds
and tart rings that are as good as, if not better than, Williams-
Sonoma. There are rows and rows of every kitchen item you can
imagine and, as every good cook needs a good knife, there are
hundreds to choose from. My cookware of choice for soups, stews
and braises is enameled cast iron, and the selection is impressive.
It is also worth noting, when shopping in a restaurant supply
store, the products are durable; most will last for years.

I had a good conversation with the manager of House &
Green, Beatriz Castillo (page 32). She was kind enough to take
the time to show us around two floors of the store. If you have
questions on your visit, Beatriz speaks English and Spanish. The
staff at House & Green is also well informed about the products
and they are very attentive. If you are a chef, a baker or an every-
day home cook, House & Green is well worth the visit.

The skies are full of
smoke during the sugarcane harvest
and millions campesinos practicing
slash-and-burn agriculture

he word room was in our
first-grade spellers. So why
are we forever mistranslat-
ing this word?
I have discussed in a previous col-
umn “smurfy” Spanish verbs. Well,
room is a smurfy English noun, so
if you think our language is never
smurfy, get over it.

Now what about those more con-
crete rooms, those you can make
with actual concrete?

A room whose function is generic
or not yet known is un cuarto (which
also means fourth). But when we
need more specificity, a cuarto could
be or become un dormitorio (bed-
room), un comedor (dining room),
or sala/un living (living room, pro-
nounced LEE-been). Reader, I will
leave you to guess at the etymology
of this last word.

Salas are also considered relatively
small and lockable rooms, including
anything from la sala de bazos (bath-
room) to la sala de #ribunal (court-
room). Un salén is bigger and more
public than any sala, a place for con-
ventions or workshops.

La cdmara works wherever we say
chamber, e.g., cdmara de combustion,
cdmara de gas, cdmara alta/baja,
and las cdmaras de jueces (which is
always plural). The U.S. Senate is a
cdmara alta.

A hotel room of any quality is una
habitacién, unless it is una suite, pro-
nounced sweet. Reader, you are on
your own about the etymology of
this one, too.

When none of the above words
seems to fit, I will use aposento,
which seems to overlap with most of
the above. But it also means theater
box.

Speaking of theater, I once had to
translate the lyrics for Some Enchant-
ed Evening (from South Pacific). My
helper thought that the “crowded
room” could be a dance hall, and
therefore un salén concurrido.

So much for nouns. But how do
we express actions involving room?
That calls for caber, a verb which to-
tally violates Coop’s Law of Conju-
gation. This law (still unrecognized
by the Spanish Royal Academy, but
this could change any day) states: “A
verb’s frequency of usage is inverse
to its simplicity of conjugation.” It
is among the 11 most irregular verbs
in Spanish. But unlike the others, we
do not hear caber daily. Yet it has no
substitute.

Let us say you board a stuffed-to-
the-gills chicken bus and shout, “;Hay
espacio para mi?” The driver’s ayudante
will laugh at your pidgin before throw-
ing you off. If you don’t want him to
laugh before throwing you off, you
should ask “;Cabe uno mds?”

The answer has to be yes, if you
have heard the riddle that goes,
“How many Bolivians can you pack
into a chicken bus?” The answer is
“One more.”

Caber might translate as “to be fi-
able [into].” The first-person singular
form is guepo, as in no quepo en es-
tos bluyins (I can’t get these bluejeans
on). The subjunctive forms begin
with quepa- as in Espero que nosotros
los 11 quepamos en el tuktuk (1 hope

all 11 of us can squeeze into the tuk-
tuk). The preterite forms begin with
cup-, as in ;Cudntos huevos cupieron
en tu cesto? (How many eggs did your
basket hold?). Notice that there is
nothing straightforward about these
translations; caber is a verb you must
remember to use, and practice.

And by the way, cupo (noun)
does not mean chicken coop (one
of your author’s unfortunate child-
hood nicknames), which is gallinera,
which in turn is part of one transla-
tion for chicken bus, bus gallinera.
And cupo (verb) means, roughly,
“he/she/it found room” (somewhere).

t seems that everything is al-
ways clearer when we look back
at our experiences. For us, we
smile now, remembering when
we first arrived in La Antigua Gua-
temala about seven years ago. Com-
fortably tucked into the back seat of
a friend’s car, we drove through An-
tigua on our way to Lake Atitldn.

small and scraggly, covered with a profusion of orchids,
bromeliads and other epiphytes.

If we made an expedition from Guatemala’s Sipacate
beach and followed a straight line northeast up to the Rio
Lagartos Special Biosphere Reserve on the north coast of
the Yucatdn Peninsula, we would pass through some 20
distinct life zones.

Let’s begin our journey on the wickedly hot black
sands of the Pacific shore with a profusion of sea birds
and the nesting ground for endangered sea turtles. From
the coast we would go through the mangrove swamps.
These dense, bug-infested forests provide nesting grounds
for many bird species, nurseries for fish and shelter for a
wide variety of animals. Around every bend we feel the
presence of the master of the ambush. Crouching hidden
in the tall grass, cruising undetected just beneath the grey
gossamer hull of my kayak, the gaping maw of the giant
leviathan Crocodylus acutus (American crocodile).

Next we cross a wide belt of high coastal forest, where
huge trees reach up toward the sun, trunks whitened with
lichens and covered with vines, making them very dif-
ficult to identify. Within the forest large “islands” or sa-
vannas, typified by coarse sandy soil, support a variety of
grasses, bushy plants and small stands of slash pine. From
here we ascend up through a transitional zone called “bo-
cacosta,” featuring ferns, palms and large trees covered
with vines.

Up we go into the mountains, scaling the 13,000-foot
peak of Tajumulco volcano, the highest point in Central
America. Here mist-enshrouded cloud forests and pine
forests predominate.

Now on through the central Highlands and a series of
inland plateaus and valleys, where pronounced wet and
dry seasons and moderate temperatures favor forests of
pine, juniper and cypress and a profusion of flowering
herbaceous plants.

The alpine habitats of the Cuchumatanes is where we
encounter cold pine forests and enchanting meadows of
tussock grass, succulents and giant agaves.

From here we begin a gradual descent into the vast
lowland forests of the Yucatdn. Our route takes us
throughout three biosphere reserves: Montes Azules, Ma-
yan and Calakmul.

As we move northward, rainfall diminishes and forests
become dryer and less exuberant.

Approaching the end of our expedition, we pass
through wide belts of deciduous and dry thorn forests
which are desert-like, hot and arid.

From here to the northern coast, once again we find
ourselves in hot mangrove swamps, the foraging ground
for thousands of pink flamingos.

Finally, we reach the sand dunes and the blue waters
of the Caribbean Sea. We are ready to take a dip in the
ocean and paddle out to the coral reef. The reef itself is
the result of tiny animals related to jellyfish building little
shelters of calcium carbonate, one on top of another. Af-
ter millions of years, these structures have become what
is today a magnificent reef. The reef ecosystem is in many
ways the marine equivalent to the rain forest; both are
considered the Earth’s most productive life systems. The
reef teems with its seemingly endless array of tiny, bright-
ly hued tropical fish, squadrons of fierce-looking barra-
cuda, meandering parrot fish and groupers, hair-raising
hammerhead sharks and an occasional gentle manatee.

We end our journey standing on the sands of the Yu-
catdn, gazing out at the ocean, the red sun looking as
though it is melting into a molten sea of gold. @

Changing

Rigoberta Menchil

en a Guatemalan

indigenous woman

stepped  forward

to receive the No-

bel Peace Prize in 1992, a light was

momentarily cast upon indigenous
people throughout the world.

Rigoberta Mencht Tum, who was
living in self-imposed exile at the time,
was awarded the prestigious accolade
in recognition of her work: highlight-
ing the exploitation and persecution
of the country’s indigenous people
during its brutal civil war.

More than 20 years later the war
may have ended, but has Menchi’s
esteemed prize improved the rights of
the people for whom she was fighting?

With two unsuccessful presiden-
tial campaigns under her belt, where
she failed on both occasions to gar-
ner more than 3 percent of the vote,
it may seem like her work has done
little to enhance the lives of Guate-
mala’s natives. However, her success
may be larger than the polls suggest.

“Pve really enjoyed the last two
elections,” says Mencht. “I havent

reached 30% of the vote, but I've
58

reached 95% of the country.”

In 2007, the Maya activist became
the first indigenous person to run for
Guatemala’s top position and four
years later founded the country’s first
Mayan political party, WINAQ.

“We were never interested in win-
ning the elections. You cant win
without money and no multimil-
lionaire would support us,” she says.

Recounting an anecdote from her
last campaign, she describes address-
ing a rural town when an opposition
party’s bus drove by announcing it
was giving away packets of rice, and
her audience disappeared.

“Flections here are a carnival,
theyre not democratic. Parties use
poverty—giving the poor hope by
handing them food.”

Despite the irony that most peo-
ple she campaigns for do not vote for
her, Menchu considers her political
career a great success.

“I've opened a door to Mayas and
to women. Not only do we now have
a party, but we also have one person
in Congress,” she says, referring to

Maya lawyer Amilcar Pop.

But it’s not all politics.

In the same year she won the No-
bel Peace Prize, the indigenous activ-
ist founded the self-titled Rigoberta
Mencht Tum Foundation, dedicated
to the pursuit of peace and promo-
tion of indigenous people’s rights.

In the past two decades the organi-
zation has campaigned for justice for
the victims of the war by exhuming
mass graves, legislating new crimes,
fighting for usurped ancestral lands
to be returned to Mayan communi-
ties and legally documenting around
36,000 women. Mencht herself even
traveled to Spain to bring genocide cas-
es against Guatemala’s war criminals.

The Rigoberta Menchi Tum
Foundation recently implemented a
multicultural education program at
San Carlos University aimed at train-
ing students from rural communities
to become teachers.

Although sometimes misunder-
stood by the non-indigenous popula-
tion, Mench shrugs off criticism and
remains devoted to her original cause:
the plight of the people she represent-
ed in Oslo some 20 years ago. @

Edible Flowsss
in the Mayan Diet

he focus this month is on

an edible flower from the

tree referred to as muc in

the Qeqchi’ language;
orejuela in local Spanish of Guate-
mala. The scientific name is Cym-
bopetalum  penduliflorum (Donal)
Bail. Family: Annonaceae.

Flowers played a major role in
Mayan culture, as sacred flowers, as
perfume, as seasoning, as food and as
medicine. The flower from the muc/
orejuela tree was the most popular
seasoning for cacao and other drinks
for the Maya and Aztec.

These trees grows abundantly
around Cobdn, Alta Verapaz (Gua-
temala). Its flowers have always been
available in most major native mar-

kets in Guatemala. But in early 2013
not one single stall in the Cobdn mar-
ket, the heartland of the muc/ore-
juela, had any. I returned last month
and was fortunate to find one Maya
vendor who displayed a tiny sample
in her stall. She had one single tree in
her backyard. These days most of the
elderly women in the Cobdn market
say the flowers are no longer used for
flavoring; people now prefer cinna-
mon or other modern spices.

My long-term goal is to raise in-
terest in a rebirth of native Guate-
malan plants and healthy alternatives
to improve nutrition in all areas of
Guatemala. I have even found plants
in the driest and poorest desert ar-
eas of Guatemala that can easily be

raised and eaten, and the extra plants
sold for income. Muc/orejuela trees
require a more humid eco-system
but the point is that every region of
Guatemala has native plants that are
edible.

The Maya fed themselves and
their civilization for several thousand
years. The Aztec and their neighbors
had a population over a million, so
clearly they had developed functional
markets and adequate food produc-
tion. And we would estimate that
the Teotihuacdn and Toltec before

them also used the same basic foods

of Mesoamerica. Despite famines due to weather and
political upheaval, the pre-Hispanic people survived re-
markably well on their local foods. Remember: maize,
tomatoes, avocados, pineapples and hundreds of other
edible fruits and vegetables were native to Mesoamerica.

The muc/orejuela tree is also a beautiful shade tree.
Not only do the flowers provide a wonderful flavoring,
they can be processed into perfume as well as medicinal
products, and the bark can be used to make twine (a very
viable native alternative to plastic).

Ilena Garcia, the botanist assisting me in the study of
muc/orejuela, tasted one single petal in her chocolate.
She said that one mere petal had the impact of more fla-
vor than she would ever have imagined.

I hope this tempts you to go try some muc/orejuela
flavoring in your chocolate, but don't blame this article
if you end up liking it so much that you want to savor it

for the rest of your life! Hopefully you can continue to
find it. ®

Time Capsule: 2013 - 2065

A sealed container to be opened in 52 years

time capsule that was inspired by the ancient
AMaya has been installed by cultural officials

in Guatemala City to show the country’s fu-
ture generations what life was like in 2013.

Messages, cards, articles from the present day
and predictions for tomorrow were deposited into
the container, which will be opened in 2065.

“The opening of the capsule coincides with the
start of a new phase in the Mayan calendar: Chol
Ab” y el Chol Q’ij,” says Everardo Chuc, director
of cultural development.

“What we are doing now is the same thing that
our ancestors used to do to ensure that future gen-
erations would know about their country and the
people who lived in it.”

The documents, including letters from President
Otto Pérez Molina and Olympic medalist Erick
Barrondo, along with other memorabilia including
the REVUE magazine’s January 2013 Photo Issue,
were placed in a hand-decorated cedar box and
wrapped in a huipil before being deposited within
a green marble statue.

Officials hope the capsule will give those living
half a century from now an idea of what Guate-
mala’s economic, social and political situation was
like in 2013. The container was sealed on April
22, during an Earth Day ceremony, which marked
the convergence of the two Mayan calendars—the
Haab and the Tzolkin—with the lunar calendar.

Many of the children who witnessed the cap-
sule being installed will be invited back to its
opening in 52 years.

Located in the Palace of Culture in zone 1 of
Guatemala City, the capsule will remain acces-
sible to both foreigners and Guatemalans until it
is opened. @

Jestis Manuel Garcia and the art of the box

CC y favorite part of
my work is shaping
the pinewood into

boxes. I love the feeling of starting
out with a simple piece of wood and
finishing with a finely crafted box,”
explains Jesis Manuel Garcia, leader
of the artisan group Cajeteria Ajpop.

Garcia was born in a small village
in the department of Totonicapin
and moved to its capital when he
married 30 years ago. “Box making
is the work of the men in my wife’s
family. I married into the family and
represent the fourth generation of the
family to do this type of work. When
we got married her family taught me
how to make the boxes and I decided
to dedicate myself to improving the
craft and making it more attractive
and respected as a form of craftsman-
ship,” Garcfa said.

He learned how to make and
paint the boxes from his father-in-law
through hours of practice. Originally
the boxes were used by people to store
documents and, during marriage, for
the wife to bring her things from her
house to her husband’s house.

Today, thanks to Garcia’s innova-
tions, they are used to store every-
thing from medicine to earrings, to
desserts, to clothing and more. Now
an expert in the craft, he is teaching
his children how to carry on the tra-
dition and become the fifth genera-
tion in the Aj Pop family to master
this craft.

Today Garcia lives in Totonicapdn
with is wife Pasquela Aj Pop and two
children, Gerson, 24, and Sonia, 23.
One of the things that he is most
proud of is that he is able to sup-
port his family, including providing
his children the financial means to
receive a college education, through
his work as a craftsman.

Garcia himself carries out every
step of the process of creating these
finely crafted boxes. First he goes
into the forests of Totonicapdn to
collect the pinewood. Then he cleans
the pieces and finds the best ones to

PET Qs & A’s

Question: We have a two-year-old golden retriever who gets carsick almost every time he is riding
in the car? What do you suggest?

Answer: Although carsickness is more common is puppies, many adult dogs suffer from it as well. Try taking him
for several short car rides and end the trip before he becomes ill. This can help build up his tolerance for longer
trips. For many dogs, car excursions usually end up becoming a stressful situation—like a visit to the veterinarian
or groomer.

Make short jaunts to a nearby park for a fun romp that can relieve some of the anxiety and nausea he feels
on other trips.

A full stomach can also contribute to carsickness. Ideally, you should not feed your dog or allow him to con-
sume a large amount of water within four to six hours prior to a car ride. Some dogs do better in a crate because
it limits the view of the moving scenery outside of the car.

If these strategies do not work, consult with your veterinarian regarding the use of an antihistamine, either
Benadryl or Dramanine which have a mild anti-nausea effect and may make your dog a bit drowsy so that he can
take a good nap on the way to your destination.

This is due to the common cultural
heritage of Mesoamerica during pre-

For flavorings, Honduran cooks
rely heavily on spices such as cumin,
curry, allspice, and achiote. Fresh
herbs include coriander and oregano;
and you can never go wrong with
lime juice to give food a very rich fla-
vor. Honduran food contains meat
in all traditional dishes. Beef is pre-

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ferred, but chicken and pork are also
very popular.

Honduran cooks consider corn as
a basic ingredient. Nearly all tradi-
tional recipes contain corn or foods
made from corn. The starting ingre-
dient for all these is masa, dough is
made by mixing water with dry corn
flour. The most common and sim-
plest example of food made from
corn in Latin America is the humble
corn tortilla.

Along with corn, kidney beans
are one of the pillars of Honduran
cuisine. Whole cooked kidney beans
are mashed to form a lumpy broth,
which is reduced through slow cook-

ing until it has thickened to the con-
sistency of oatmeal. Next, a generous
amount of oil is added and heat is in-
creased, cooking the bean paste until
it is caramelized. The result is a very
rich, flavorful accompaniment that
can be spread over bread and tortillas
(of course). It combines extremely
well with cheese, sour cream and
other dairy products.

Given that Honduras is tropical, it
should be no surprise that plantains
appear often in the national menu. A
popular presentation is to cut a ripe
and sweet plantain into slices and
then shallow fry in hot oil. Frying
makes the plantain sweeter and soft-
ens it. Plantains combine deliciously
with cheese or refried beans, but I
think they’re dynamite served with
sour cream.

The Honduran plato tipico is usu-
ally a large and filling serving assem-
bled from beef, marinated, diced and
barbecued on a skewer; pork sausage
and crackling; refried kidney beans;
fried plantain slices; rice; salad; sour
cream; and white cheese (similar to

Greek feta cheese).

they're slightly different

types of orange fruit and

color, but only an expert

can tell the difference.

Citrus has been cultivated in Asia over

3,600 years. When this tangy fruit

came to the Spanish colonies straight

from China, its rich color reminded

Spanish-speakers of mandarin robes,

so it’s mandarina here. In Europe and

North America, the fruit came from

China through India, then was trad-

ed in the export markets of Tangier,

Morocco, so it’s tangerine in English.
Same, but slightly different, indeed.

Fresh tangerine juice, thick with

pulp, is a special treat this time of

year, in bottles or even better just

squeezed and served at your café
table. In the La Antigua Guatemala
market, stalls with rows of blenders
have gracious owners ready to whip
up a glass of mandarin juice for you.

The color is special, too—like an
orange, but a slightly deeper shade.
See if you can spot tangerine woven
into huipiles, blouses and shawls from
several villages around Lake Atitlan
and in the Highlands.

Tangerine-mandarina-orange dyes
came to Guatemala through Ger-
many in the 1880s. About the same
time, groves of the citrus were plant-
ed on the shores of Atitlan, attracting
the weavers as the fruit and weavings
will attract you.

The tangerine shade shows up on

the bright plumage of macaws and
other tropical birds soaring over the
jungles and lakes near either coast, and
on the scales of several species of fish
if you dive the Caribbean or go deep-
sea fishing in the Pacific. Look to the
mountains for tangerine colors in lava
flowing down Pacaya or Fuego volca-
noes. The hot flow goes through all
the colors of fire, including tangerine.
But the best sighting of tangerine-
orange is rarest, saved for the lucky:
Some days after a shower, as the sun
disappears, there it is, bright tanger-
ine clouds all across the skies, as re-
freshing as a glass of tangerine juice.
May you be fortunate enough to en-
joy the sights and tastes of tangerine
